From the Pastorôs Desk:         

  

 This will be the last newsletter article I get to share with you.  So, I have hesitated to write as I re-

flect on what my final words would be to you.  I pray the Lordôs greatest blessings upon you.  So, I shall remind 

you of whatôs really importantða lesson I have to remind myself almost daily.  Brothers and 

sisters, when things in your life seem almost too much to handle, when 24 hours in a day is not 

quite enough, remember the story of the mayonnaise jar and two cups of coffee. 

 

It is said that a professor of philosophy once taught a lesson his students will never forget.  He 

filled a large empty mayonnaise jar with golf balls and then asked his class if the jar was full.  

Of course, they immediately agreed that it was.  He then emptied a box of pebbles into the may-

onnaise jar, and shook it.  The pebbles rolled into the open areas between the golf balls.  He once again asked his 

students if the jar was now full.  They unanimously agreed it was! 

 

The wise professor then poured a container of sand into the jar, gently pounding the jar against the surface 

of his desk.  The sand settled into the spaces between the small pebbles.  He once more asked his students if the 

jar was full.  They said, ñThis time it is!ò  The professor then poured two cups of coffee into the mayonnaise jar, 

filling the space between the granules of sand.  ñFinally,ò he said, ñthe jar is full.ò  Then he proceeded to connect 

what he had done with a ñno failò philosophy of life.

ñIf you place the sand into the jar of your life first, there is no room for the golf balls and the pebblesð

and the same is true of life.  If you spend all your time and energy sweating the small stuff, you will never have 

room for the things that are truly important, and make life worth living.  Your life will be like a mayonnaise jar 

stuffed with nothing but sand. 

 

So, the moral of this story is that we MUST pay attention to the things that are 

critical for bringing joy and purpose into our lives.  Play with your children.  Take 

your spouse out for a romantic dinner.  Get your medical check-up.  Play another 

round of golf!  Tell your family you love them.  Sing God a love song!  There will al-

ways be time to clean the house and wax the car later.  Take care of the golf balls 

firstðthe things that really matter.  Set prioritiesðthe rest is just sand!ò  One of the 

students raised her hand to inquire what the coffee represented.  The professor, who 

had attained a Ph.
