Realizing this cost was beyond our means, we were able to reduce the ini-
tial cost to $700,000. We asked for pledges totaling $400,000 but we only received pledges
amounting to $300,000. All of these pledges would be paid by June 30, 2010. To date we have
received only $200,000, which has been put into a Mutual Fund. None of these contributions re-
ceived thus far have been spent.

The Building Committee realizes our economy is in a recession, but we are not giving up hope.
We are asking all of our members to consider extending your giving for the Family Life Center.
We encourage each of you who have pledged to continue your giving as you have for the past
three years. With all of us working together, we can make our vision of the Family Life Center a
reality. Thank you.
