PARTICIPATE IN 30 HOUR FAST FOR
WORLD HUNGER

In April, nine young people, part of the Junior High/
Senior High Youth Group of the Belmont Baptist Church, and
three of their advisors participated in a 30 hour fast to raise
money for world hunger.
